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The purpose of this paper is to identify the prerequisites for the NATO
reform based on the framework of NATO national security concept. The
analysis of these prerequisites will enable us to address the question how
these changes may affect relations between Russia and NATO.

The study draws on 3 reports on NATO military spending (for the
period from 2009-2016, 2010-2017 and 2012-2019), 5 national security
doctrines of NATO member-countries, the Statements based on the
outcomes of NATO summits (2015-2018), and analytical articles published
in Zarubezhnoye Voyennoye Obozrenie (ZVO)

The analysis of the above documents shows the evolution of the
challenges and tasks that the Alliance confronted as well as reconsideration
of its tactics. For example, in 2010, the Alliance committed to strategic
cooperation with Russia in various fields, especially through the Russia-
NATO Council. A decade later, Russia’s actions are seen as aggression and
threat to European security. The Alliance’s leadership seems to understand
that it has faced a critical mass of challenges but in order to take up these
challenges the current structures and institutions of the Alliance are too
inert. In London (2019), the Alliance leaders drew the conclusion that the
current political situation needs a serious analysis.
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Indeed, NATO is expected to change. These changes may take the

form of adjusting the institutions and structures of the Alliance to meet
modern challenges. However, these changes are unlikely to take on a large-
scale reform. All documents indicate, on the one hand, the need for a
flexible response to the NATO emerging threats, and acceleration of the
decision-making process by way of political consolidation. On the other
hand, there is an emphasis on the "mobility"” of the Alliance to ensure or to
meet national goals of its members and quickly to resolve regional conflicts.

In general, the changes in the Alliance look anti-Russian, the increase
of NATO flexibility threatens to cut off Russian current partners - Turkey
and France - from the Russian Federation. To ensure their national interests,
the two countries may refuse to resort to cooperation with actors outside the
Alliance.

Given that in 2020 a new national security strategy of the Russian
Federation is to be released, where the goals of the Russian Federation in
ensuring its national and European security should be set, it may be
assumed that the Russian strategy towards the Alliance in view of its current
policies will be fixed.
