June 14th - Flag Day (the USA)

June 14 is Flag Day in the USA. On that day in 1777» the Ameri-
cans adopted their own flag.

Nobody really knows who sewed the first American flag, but many
Americans believe, it was made by Betsy Ross in her own home.
You can see Betsy Ross sewing the flag on an American stamp.

Americans -think about and treat their flag with respect. In Ameri-
can schools the day begins with the solemn ceremony of raising
the flag.

The horizontal red and white stripes represent the original
thirteen American states that declared they would no longer be
colonies of Great Britain. The stars in the flag-white on a deep
blue background - represent the number of states of the USA.
From 1912 until 1958 the number of stars was forty-eight. Then
Alaska was joined to the United States and a forty-ninth star
appeared on the flag. In the next year, 1959, Hawaii became

the fiftieth state of America, and there are now fifty stars on
the flag instead of the thirteen which were there at first.

During the civil war between the states of the North. and the
states of the South which began in 1861, the soldiers of the
South had their own flag. The North won the war, and so once
again the country had only one flag - the Stars and Stripes.

Who was Mikhail Lomonosov?

M. Lomonosov was bom in 1711 in the family of a fisherman not far
from Archangelsk. When he was ten years his father began to take
him sea fishing. During the long winter nights young Lomonosov
studied grammar and mathematics. Since he was the son of a peasant
he could not go to the town school, so he walked to Moscow. By
concealing hi3 peasant originl he was admitted2 to the Slavonic-
Greek-Latin Academy and for five years lived on three kopecks

a day.

After five years Lomonosov entered3 the Academy of Sciences. He
was not an ordinary student, >he attracted the attention” of pro-
fessors and as one of three best students Mikhail was sent abroad.
He studied chemistry, mathematics and other sciences there. On
his return to Russia in 1745 he became a professor and the Tfirst
Russian scientist - a member of the Academy of Sciences.

Lomonosov constructed different optical instruments. He observed™
Venus and discovered the atmosphere upon it. In his work he wrote
about it, say;ng that it was possible that other inhabited™worlds

were existing.

Lomonosov wasthe first to discover the vegetable origin of coal?
as a poet andscientist he played a great role in theformation

of the Russian literary language. He died in 1765, His living
memorial is the Moscow University, which he founded in 1755.

Percy Bysshe Shelley

Percy Bysshe Shelley came of an aristocratic family, but already
in this youth he was a fighter for freedom. When a schoolboy, he
often spoke against the severe discipline and the physical punish-
ment in his school. After finishing school, he went to Oxford, but
he was soon expelled from this University after he had published a
book ""The Necessity of Atheism".

When he was nineteen, he married a sixteen-year-old girl Harriet
Westbrook, the daughter of an innkeeper.

Shelley"s father was very angry with his son who had married a
common girl and left his son without any money.

His young wife Harriet did not understand his interests and soon
he grew disappointed in her and they parted.

Shelley went to Switzerland where for the first time he met Byron.

Some time later his first wife died and he oould marry Mary Godwin
who was his best friend to the end of his life.

Shelley"s death.was tragic. One day he was sailing with a friend
in a boat. Suddenly a storm broke out and the boat was turned over.

Both young men were drowned.

After Shelley"s death, his wife Mary collected all his works and
published them.

Martin Luther King

In 1983 the United States Congress passed a law that made the
birthday of Dr.Martin Luther King, a national holiday. The new
holiday, which is celebrated every year on the third Monday in
January, honors Dr.King"s work for civil rights, freedom and
equality. He helped to change America.

Martin Luther King grew up in a loving and religious family in
Atlanta. As a black child he daily faced the problems of segre-
gation and racial injustice. He wished to help change life for
the better. He wanted to become a lawyer or a doctor. He became
a student at Boston University and earned a Doctor of Philosophy
degree in 1955.

On August 28, 1963, Dr.King helped lead a famous civil-rights
march in Washington, thousands of blacks and whites marched
behind the black leader. In front of the Lincoln Memorial he
made his famous speech 1 Have a Dream', in which he told about
the dream he had for his four children and all children. This
was one of the most important speeches in American history. On
April 4, 1968 Dr.King and his friends met to plan a peaceful
march again. As he left his hotel room to go to dinner he was
killed.



President Lyndon Johnson declared April 9, the day of Dr.King"s
funeral in Atlanta, a national day of mourning. He was buried in
Atlanta, the city where he was born and had lived and worked for
many years.

Mercury

Mercury is the smallest member of the Sun®s family. It is only
3.100 miles across. The planet is hard to see without a telescope
because it is relatively close to the Sun. The distance between
the Sun and Mercury is only about 3b million miles. That is why
when you look at it from the Earth the two are almost in the same
place.

Mercury®s "year'™, the time it travels round the Sun, is only. 88
Earth-days. This is also the time necessary to move round its
axis, so that it keeps the same facel to the Sun all the time
like our Moon that keeps the same face to the Earth.

Part of Mercury is always sunny and another part is dark. The
temperature on the daylight side must be very high, more than
700 degrees Fahrenheit. The 'night" side, which gets no sunlight,
must be much colder than any part of the Earth.

not very exact. Even with the help of a big ielescope it is not
easy to see much on the planet. There are cert%inly a few dark
places but wd cannot tell what they are.

How quick communication over long distances is very important,
especially for space exploration. Satellites moving in their
orbits collect various information about the earth and other
planets and send back to the earth this information by means of
electric signals.
